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	Welcome and Apologies:
Pam welcomed all to the meeting.
Apologies received from Carol Gallimore
Guest speaker: Carmen Davies:

Minutes of previous meeting:
Agreed as an accurate record.

Matters Arising:
SWBH and LINk working together - Pam emailed Jessamy, no response as yet, to follow up.
Training -Katy informed the group that training is on hold at the moment, still waiting confirmation from SMBC that under spend can be used for this purpose. It will be more cost effective for training to be delivered to a group rather than on an individual basis. Members agreed that they would be able to attend training on Saturday mornings.  Update on training will be issued in due course. Members mentioned that the most relevant training is given priority, and minute taking training would not be needed just yet.
Some members recently attended 'Presentation Skills' training at BCHG and felt it more appropriate to staff at BCHG, rather than volunteers, but agreed it was a useful exercise.  For future training, advance information of the course content to be provided to members.
